The same happens
if playback suddenly becomes quieter, with the radio then
increasing the volume.

This radio has three different settings for DRC:

DRC high: total equalisation of different volumes. Strong
compression can audibly reduce the dynamics of a music
title.

DRC low: partial equalisation of different volumes. More
subtle compression, without too much loss of dynamics.

DRC off: no equalisation.

This setting makes it irrelevant how loud you
last listened to the radio.

Save:
Confirm this menu item to complete your alarm settings.

« When using Internet radio for the alarm sound take
care that the internet connection will be available at
the time of the alarm.

If no internet connection is available the radio instead
uses the wake-up buzzer (Buzz).

« Itis recommended to allow the radio to update the
time automatically. This ensures that the time is
always correct even if there is a separation of power
supply — for example a power cut.

= When using and setting the alarm function on a
device that belongs to a multi-room group, please
note that this device automatically leaves the group at
the time of the alarm.

« This behaviour prevents activation of the alarm on all
devices that belong to the group.

« The device in question does not automatically rejoin
the group after the alarm has been stopped, but must
be added manually.

14.2 Activating/ deactivating the alarm

« Disable the alarm by setting the Mode: to Off

14.3 Stopping the alarm/ Snooze function

More methods
of configuration and detailed information are amplified
subsequently.

Depending on the network, there are a number of ways to
connect to it.

Networks that support connection via WPS (Wi-Fi Protected
Setup) are identified in the list as [WPS].

Other connections are either open netwarks or connections
protected with a PSK, or Pre-Shared-Key.

WPS allows simple and nevertheless protected connection
of the radio to the network. Two options are available

for this purpose: The connection can be set up by means
of PBC, or Push-Button Configuration, or by the PIN
procedure, in which the web interface of your router
prompts you to enter a randomly generated sequence of
numbers.

- If the key was entered correctly, the radio connects to
the access point and establishes the internet/network
connection..

« Often the Pre-Shared Key is printed on the back or
bottom of the router or access point.

« When entering the key, take notice of capitalisation.

« We recommend against establishing unsecured
connections and advise you to always protect your
network against unauthorised access.

« If you plan to use an open network, you just have
to select the network ID from the list of available
networks and confirm.

This
method of direct connection is the most reliable and
least susceptible to interference.

« To find out how to determine whether the DHCP server is
active, please consult the operating instructions of your
router or access point.

15.2.6 NetRemote PIN Setup / Smart Radio-App

The radio can be controlled using the application Hama
Smart Radio.

For this, you have to have installed the app on your
terminal device (for example smartphone or tablet PC)
and your device has to be in the same network as your
radio. The PIN saved in the radio is to increase security and
prevents other users from connecting with the radio.

If the app is started on your terminal device (for example
smartphone or tablet PC) and it tries to connect with the
radio, a window will appear on your device requiring you
to enter the PIN.
