5.1 Switching on/off/standby

« Press [NAVIGATE/ENTER/VOLUME] to switch on the
radio.

« Press and hold [NAVIGATE/ENTER/VOLUME] for
approximately 3 seconds to switch off the radio
(standby).

To switch off the radio completely, disconnect it from the
power supply.

5.2 Navigation and controls

Buttons 5 — 6 have a dual function assignment:

« Press and hold the button for about 3 seconds to select
the function specified last on the button description.

[NAVIGATE/ENTER/VOLUME] (7) has two different

functions:

« Turn [NAVIGATE/ENTER/VOLUME] (7) to select among
menu items.

« Confirm the selection by pressing [NAVIGATE/ENTER/
VOLUME] (7).

Press [Back/Info] (6) to return to the previous menu level.

After pressing a shortcut button, navigate amongst the
menu items using [VOLUME/ENTER/NAVIGATE].

5.3 Volume adjustment

Turn [NAVIGATE/ENTER/VOLUME] (7) to increase/reduce
the volume.

5.4 Entering passwords, search terms, and so on

« Select each successive letter and digit by turning

6. Getting started
6.1 WLAN/WiFi connection (wireless network)

« Make sure that the router is on and that you have an
Internet or network connection.

« If itis not already activated, activate the WLAN network
of your router.

« If you have questions about router configuration,
please consult the operating manual of the router for
troubleshooting.

« A detailed description of how to configure the WLAN
connection is given in the Wireless connection section.

6.2 Radio — Connecting and starting up

Connect the power cable to a properly installed socket.
The integrated power supply unit is suitable for mains
voltages between 100 and 240V, and is thus operable on
almost any AC power grid. Please note that a country-
specific adapter may be necessary.

You can find a selection of compatible products at
www.hama.com.

Warning

« Connect the product only to a socket that has been
approved for the device. The socket must be installed
close to the product and must be easily accessible.

» Disconnect the product from the power supply using
the on/off switch — if this is not available, unplug the
power cord from the socket.

Similarly to
radio stations, the radio makes it possible to filter a large
number of Podcasts, or to search the entire database for a
matching result.

9. Spotify

Spotify Connect gives you access to millions of songs. You
can listen to them on your radio, on the go using your
smartphone, or at your PC.

Requirements:

« You must have the Spotify app installed on your Android
or i0S device.

« It can be downloaded from the Play Store or the Apple
App Store. Once the app is installed, start it and log into
your account (or, if you do not have an account, register
a new one).

« You will require a Spotify account
(see www.spotify.de for more information).

« The radio must be on the same network as the Android
or i0S device with the Spotify app installed.

Use:

« In the Spotify app, start playback of a playlist or title as
usual.

« The usual playback information is displayed, such as the
album cover, title, etc.

« At the bottom edge of the screen, the Spotify Connect
logo B is shown next to Available devices.

« Choose E Available devices to access an overview of
all devices available on the network.

« Select the radio. The audio is now played back on the
radio.

Once the connection has been established, the Spotify
Connect logo B and the device designation are displayed
in green.

After successful initial connection:

10.1 Playback from a computer (streaming)

You can manage the radio and stream music to it from your
computer.

The following explanation assumes your computer’s
operating system is Windows 8. If you use a different
operating system and require assistance, or if you
have any other questions, please contact our
customer support team.

« The radio and the computer must be on the same
network.

» The radio must be authorised as a playback device
on the computer.




Proceed as follows:

- Control Panel > Network and Internet 2>
View network computers and devices

The radio should be shown here.

« Right-click on the icon or designation of the radio and
choose Allow streaming to this device.

« Right-click again on the icon or designation of the radio
and choose Show device website to change the
friendly name of the device.

= A new browser window opens. You can make the desired

changes here.

Use:

« The radio can now access shared directories on the
computer, and you can stream audio fi lesto the device
for playback.

« The music directory of your music library is enabled as
standard.

« Create and manage shared folders using Explorer or
Windows Media Player.

« Right-click on the desired music fi le,choose Play To,
and then select the designation of the radio.

« The radio begins playback of the music file.

10.2 Playback from the network —
Accessing files using the radio

To access one of the existing network shared files
directly from the radio, proceed as follows:

From the main menu or after pressing [M]/[£#]
repeatedly, activate Music player mode.

If you want to
search through the entire selection of music, there are
other sorting functions available (Album, Artist, Genre,
Folder, etc.) that can help you fi nd the desired file more
quickly.

These functions are only available if the ID3 tag and
other file information have been maintained on the
source device.

Prune servers:

To reset the list of servers connected to so far, press
[VOLUME/ENTER/NAVIGATE]. If you confirm by choosing

10.3 Playback of Playlist

You can create a local Playlist on the radio, in which you
save files shared on the network or from connected data
storage devices.

Note — Bluetooth

« Check whether your mobile device (smartphone,
tablet, etc.) is Bluetooth-capable.

« Note that the maximum range for Bluetooth is 10
metres without obstacles such as walls, people, etc.

« The Bluetooth connection may be disrupted by other
Bluetooth devices/connections in the vicinity.

« Itis only possible to connect the radio to one terminal
device.

« Note that compatibility depends on the supported
Bluetooth profiles as well as the Bluetooth versions
being used. (see technical specifications, operating
instructions of the terminal device in use)

11.1 Bluetooth pairing

= Make sure that your Bluetooth-capable terminal device is
on and Bluetooth is activated.

« If your terminal device requests a password for
connection to the radio, enter 0000.

11.2 Automatic Bluetooth connection (after
successful pairing)

« Terminal devices already paired with the radio are
automatically saved on the radio.

« If you are pairing the terminal device with the radio for
the first time, proceed as described in 11.1. Bluetooth
pairing.

= Make sure that your Bluetooth-capable terminal device is
on and Bluetooth is activated.

« The devices will be automatically connected.

« If necessary, open the Bluetooth settings on your terminal
device and select IRAOMBT.

« Start and control audio playback using the controls of the
terminal device.

After the radio and terminal device have been paired, a
connection is established automatically. If the Bluetooth
connection is not established automatically, check the
following:

« Check the Bluetooth settings on your terminal device
to see whether IRAOMBT is connected. If not, repeat
the steps listed under Bluetooth pairing.

« Check whether your terminal device and the radio are
less than 10 metres apart. If not, move the devices
closer together.

« Check whether obstacles are impairing the range. If
so, move the devices closer together.

12. Auxiliary Input

Via the analogue audio input (AUX IN socket) you can
connect mobile devices (for example smartphone, tablet
PC, M3 player etc.) to the radio and play the audio files
using the radio’s speakers.

« From the main menu or after pressing [M]/[£#]
repeatedly, activate Auxiliary Input (Aux in) mode.

Preset:

If you selected Internet radio, choose which station or
podcast you wish to be woken with. You can choose any
of the 30 favourite station slots or the Last listened.

Volume:

You can set the volume at which the alarm sound should
be played. This setting makes it irrelevant how loud you
last listened to the radio.

Save:
Confirm this menu item to complete your alarm settings.

« When using Internet radio for the alarm sound
take care that the internet connection will be
available at the time of the alarm. If no internet
connection is available the radio instead uses the
wake-up buzzer (Buzz).

It is recommended to allow the radio to update

the time automatically. This ensures that the time

is always correct even if there is a separation of power
supply — for example a power cut.

14.2 Activating/ deactivating the alarm

« Confirm the menu item Save in alarm settings to
activate the alarm.
« Disable the alarm by setting the Mode: to Off.




14.3 Stopping the alarm/ Snooze function

+ When the alarm activates, press [M]/[$#] to
stop the alarm.

« The alarm turns off for the selected time interval
(5/10/15/30/60 minutes) before activating once again.

« If the alarm is not stopped, the radio automatically
switches into standby mode after one hour.

« Hold the [VOLUME/ENTER/NAVIGATE] button down to
finally stop the alarm.

You can modify all settings and access important
information about the radio in the System settings.

15.1 Equaliser

The equaliser allows you to adjust the sound of the

radio to suit your preferences by amplifying or reducing
the amount of bass or treble in the audio You can choose
from preconfigured profiles, adjusted to suit a variety of
music Genres, or create your own custom profile.

Depending on the network, there are a number of ways to
connect to it. Networks that support connection via WPS
(Wi-Fi Protected Setup) are identified in the list as [WPS].
Other connections are either open netwarks or connections
protected with a PSK, or Pre-Shared-Key.

WPS allows simple and nevertheless protected connection
of the radio to the network.

(primary and secondary) must still be entered. Find this
information in the web interface of your router or access
point, or ask your network administrator. Once all the
information has been entered correctly, confirm to proceed.

Here you can find all the most important information
about all network connections currently used or configured
on the radio, such as: MAC address, WLAN region, DHCP
active/ disabled, SSID, IP address, subnet mask, gateway
address, DNS (primary and secondary), etc.

15.2.5 Network profile

« If the selected device is already the master, you can add
(further) clients using Add to group.

« On selecting this menu item, a list of the devices in the
network is displayed. Devices with a preceding asterisk
are already clients in the group.

« Only devices without an asterisk can be added as clients
to the group.

15.11.5 List current clients

« Select List current clients to display all members of the
current group.

15.11.6 Leave group

« The Leave group menu item allows you to remove the
client you are currently controlling from the current
group.

« Confirm the client’s removal from the group with [OK].

15.11.7 Delete group

« If you want to delete a complete group, select ‘Delete
group’.

- Note that a group can be deleted only on the master of
this group.
