That’s why it's recommended to use
a wired connection between access point (AP) and radio
to ensure an undisturbed reception.

Similarly to
radio stations, the radio makes it possible to filter a large
number of Podcasts, or to search the entire database for a
matching result.

Spotify Connect gives you access to millions of songs. You
can listen to them on your radio, on the go using your
smartphone, or at your PC.

Requirements:

» You must have the Spotify app installed on your Android
or i0S device.

« It can be downloaded from the Play Store or the Apple
App Store. Once the app is installed, start it and log into
your account (or, if you do not have an account, register
a new one).

» You will require a Spotify Premium account (see
www.spotify.de for more information).

« The radio must be on the same network as the Android
or i0S device with the Spotify app installed.

« In the Spotify app, start playback of a playlist or title as
usual.

« The usual playback information is displayed, such as the
album cover, title, etc.

« At the bottom edge of the screen, the Spotify Connect
logo B is shown next to Available devices.

« Choose Bl Available devices to access an overview of
all devices available on the network.

« Select the radio. The audio is now played back on the
radio.

Connect logo B and the device designation are displayed
in green.

« The storage medium should be formatted as a FAT16 or
FAT32 volume.

« The radio recognises the storage medium automatically.

« When the radio asks whether to open the connected
storage device, confirm by selecting YES.

« The files and folders saved on the storage medium are
displayed. Use [navigation] to choose the desired file
and begin playback

9.2 Playback from a computer (streaming)

You can manage the radio and stream music to it from your
computer.

The following explanation assumes your computer’s
operating system is Windows 8.

« The radio must be authorised as a playback device on the
computer.

10.8 DRC (Dynamic Range Control)

Some radio stations in the DAB network support an audio
level control that is activated at varying volumes during
playback. If the audio level suddenly rises during playback,
DRC automatically reduces the volume. The same happens
if playback suddenly becomes quieter, with the radio then
increasing the volume.

This radio has three different settings for DRC:

DRC high: total equalisation of different volumes. Strong
compression can audibly reduce the dynamics of a music
title.

DRC low: partial equalisation of different volumes. More
subtle compression, without too much loss of dynamics.

DRC off: no equalisation.
